Introduction 
All works greater than $100,000 under the Safer Local Roads and Infrastructure Program must be subject to public tender under section 24 of the National Land Transport Act 2014. Please note this form is also used for projects funded under the former Bridges Renewal or Heavy Vehicle Safety and Productivity Program.

A single project may consist of several different sets of works (earthworks, pre-fabricated components, etc.) If these components are tendered, and the remainder is less than $100,000 no tender exemption is required.

Where you use a panel, which was established through an open competitive process this is equivalent to tendering, and no exemption is required.

It is possible to seek an exemption from the Minister where it can be demonstrated that there are exceptional circumstances where the use of a public tender would not be recommended. This form allows you to request that exemption.

All sections of the form are mandatory.

If the decision is made to decline your request you will need to call for tenders.
